Student Health Conditions:

Please update the nurse if your student is given any new
medical diagnoses during the school year so that we may
assist in keeping students safe and healthy in school.

Medications:

Any/all
medication in the health offices must be picked up by an
adult by the last day of school, Thursday, May 30th. Medica-
tion will not be sent home with students.

Students will not be eligible to attend the first day of
school in 2019 until we have up to date immunizations on file.

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School Board Minutes

The ZM School Board held numerous meetings during the month
of April. On April 2 and 4, two public hearings were held to provide
information on the proposed facilities project. Building tours were
also conducted so district residents had the opportunity to see
what changes are being proposed and to ask any questions the
may have of the project.

A work session was held April 8. An unrequested leave of absence
was approved for Michele Zidlicky at the end of the 2018-19 school
year. Mr. Rasmussen was in attendance to discuss the enrollment
numbers for the primary and elementary schools. He recommend-
ed that first grade have five sections next year due to the needs of
this year’s kindergarten class. Next year’s kindergarten numbers
were discussed; more will be known after kindergarten round-up
next week. It was also recommended that ZM post for the open
second grade position due to a teacher retiring this year.

Brian Wright from Lunchtime Solutions reported on the food
service program and the recommended changes for 2019-20.

Other items discussed included:

—  Post-issuance debt compliance policy, procedures, and a reso-
lution, this will be on the April 22 agenda for approval.

—  The primary gym floor will be redone beginning in July 2019.
Bids will be approved April 22.

—  Fund balance policy and the commitment of funds

— Board assigned fund balance amounts

—  2019-20 capital budget, which will be approved at the April 22
meeting.

—  Possible early start 2019-20 school calendar

—  2019-20 personnel positions were discussed.

— Referendum updates

—  Snow make-up day legislation

—  Mr. Harvey gave a legislative update

The regular monthly board meeting was held April 22. The ZooM
Robotics team and their coaches, Luke and Missy Mulder, were in
attendance to report on their robotics competition and to demon-
strate their robot. Mae James and FCCLA members were in attend-
ance to report on the Star Event competition and to report that
one member has qualified for national competition in June. They
requested permission from the board to fundraise through Kwik
Trip car wash cards.

Mr. Anderson submitted his report, noting ACT testing has been
completed, along with MCA testing. Registration for 2019-20 is
complete and the master schedule for grades 9-12 will be complet-
ed by the end of the month. Prom will be held April 27, Community
Day May 8, and Senior Scholarship Awards Night will be May 15
beginning at 7:00 pm in the HS Auditorium.

Mr. Rasmussen reported that conference attendance was over
98%. MCA testing is underway and Kindergarten Round-Up was
held April 18. Interviews for the first grade position will be held

Ms. Ahern reported that the ADSIS application has been completed
with a request for a 1.0 FTE at both the Primary and Elementary
school. April is Autism Awareness month and student government
is sponsoring the “wear blue day” on April 25. Paras have been
provided with opportunities to make up the snow days hours as
per their contract.

Mr. Harvey reported the April enrollment was steady at 1,192. The
treasurer’s report for the board was available for review.

The board approved the primary gym project scheduled for this
summer. Lunchtime Solutions was approved as the food service
company for 2019-20, along with the summer food service adden-
dum and a meal increase of 10 cents next year. The district will
commit funds for current and future financial needs as follows:
retirement benefits - seven teachers at $20,000 each; vehicle re-
placement of one per five years at $170,000; roof repairs at
$400,000; and parking, ballfield, and green space land purchases at
$500,000. This will be added to the #714 Fund Balances district
policy. The board approved the district policies reviewed at the
April 8 work session as presented.

New hires for 19-20 include Chelsie Lockner, HS guidance counse-
lor; Christina Ryan, SPED teacher; and Brandon Roth, Ind Tech.
Tracy Nelson was hired as a para sub for the remainder of this
year. Resignations included Jill Hall, 3/27/19; Tony Stensland, Jr Hi
wrestling coach; and Anne Idler and Melissa Smith at the end of
the current year. Tenure was approved for Joel Johnson, Abby Pur-
mal, Katrina Schuneman, Mae James, Andrea Clement, and Molly
Lindhart. Madisyn Timm will be reassigned to a lead teacher posi-
tion for the three summer months. The FCCLA request for a Kwik
Trip car wash fundraiser was approved. Donations were accepted
from Goodhue County Electric for FFA and Life Outdoors for ro-
botics. The board adopted a resolution that shows compliance
with the American Indian Parent Advisory Committee and issues a
vote of concurrence that ZM is compliant the MN statutes. The
board directed the district to keep the townhouse for sale for a
couple weeks before listing with a realtor. A special meeting for
discussion on the state issued Review and Comment will be held
May 9 at 6:00 pm in the media center in Mazeppa.
